I applaud the efforts of Chairman Richard Shelby, Ranking Member Paul Sarbanes, Rick Santorum 
and Bill Nelson in the Senate and Chairman Henry Hyde, Ranking Member Tom Lantos, Ileana Ros-
Lehtinen, and Gary Ackerman in the House. I look forward to signing this bill into law, which will 
facilitate America's support for the Iranian people in their efforts to build a just, free, and peaceful 
society. 
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
