Statement by Secretary Rice on the Murder of Sheikh Abdul Sattar Bezia al-Rishawi

Today, Sheikh Abdul Sattar Bezia al-Rishawi, a courageous Iraqi leader committed to defeating extremism and improving
the lives of the Iraqi people, was brutally murdered, along with several other innocent Iraqi citizens, near his farm in al-
Anbar Province. Sheikh Sattar headed the Abu Risha tribe after the assassination of his father by al-Qaeda in 2004,

and founded Sahawat al-Anbar, or Awakening Council, an alliance of 42 tribes pledged to fight al-Qaeda in Iraq.
